• Major in any field 

• Take normal course load required for degree 

• Enroll in two Naval Science Courses per year 

• Complete the following courses”  *Calculus, *Physics, *Computer Science (1 term), *National 
Security Policy/U.S. Military Affairs, English Grammar and Composition 

       *Not required for Nurse ROTC 
 
5.  Military Service requirements: 

• No obligation for first year of college 

• Upon completion of degree, receive commission as Ensign in the Navy Reserve 

• Four year active duty obligation 
 
6.  Benefits of NROTC: 

• Free college tuition 

• 100% employment upon graduation 

• Opportunity to lead and manage personnel 

• Unlimited travel opportunities 

• 30 days paid vacation earned annually
